Maine State Law Title 7, Chapter 721 requires that dogs be
licensed upon reaching the age of 6 months or after it has been
with the family for 10 days if adopted. The yearly renewal
deadline is December 31st

Dogs need to be licensed in the town of residence.

For an “altered “ or “fixed” dog the cost is $6.00. For a dog that
is not “altered” the cost is $11.00. There is an additional cost of
$1.00 to license your dog on-line

You will need to obtain a new }faaﬁ from your town office or city

If you are licensing a wolf hybrid, service/search or rescue dog
or need to obtain a kennel license, please contact your local
municipal office

It is unlawful for any dog to run at large except when it is used
for hunting. “At large” means off the premises of the owner and
not under the control of any person.
